HTC Report (Amy Board)

Organizational Report (Emily Davis)
ED Evaluation – Emily needs to set the time for her annual evaluation in January and how it will be conducted (i.e. 360? Other?)
Board recruitment – The board currently has four potential board candidates (2 from Amy and 2 from Emily). Board members are needed to join Emily in conducting the interviews for each candidate either in person or by conference call.  Ray and Lew offered to help Emily in conducting the interviews, but Emily will reach out to the entire board to let everyone know that the interviews are happening.

The board discussed that it may or may not be beneficial to continue this in the future.  In 2012, we hold the CO walk in Grand Junction on a Saturday, one week after the Denver walk.  This may help with marketing and fundraising momentum.  Need to check when the wine festival is; it might help to attach the walk to an existing event.

Black and Blue Masquerade Dinner – 

· To date, the chapter has raised over $15,000 in ticket and table sponsorships.  The silent and live auction should bring in around $1000.  The venue expense is the greatest at $5,200.

· Hathaway Award – this year we will not launch the Hathaway Award, but would like to start the tradition in 2012.

· The philanthropy award will be given to the Parker Family and the volunteer award will be given to Guillermo Campillo.

Fundraising notes – There has been a lot of turn over in industry contacts over the last 3 – 6 months.  Emily is working on creating a funding, administrative, and program calendar for 2012 to help communicate our plans with funders.
